Held November 19-21, 2011 at Little Valley Farm, Ohaupo 

 
Mark Shaffer — 100 + World Champion & National Champion Title Holder  
 
On Saturday morning we picked up Mark and Carri from their hotel in Hamilton and headed off to the clinic venue. Little Valley 
Farm is a lovely venue set in the countryside 20 minutes south of Hamilton and was approved by everyone, especially Mark.  
All riders enjoyed their first day which started off with introductions etc and then headed into Mechanics N Motion programme.  
We cannot get over how Mark remembers everyone's names - new riders and returning ones. The wind was a bit of a pain but the 
arena sheltered the riders.  
The second day was as good as the first. The programme that Mark has is so good and is excellent for young horses and 
campaigned horses alike and caters for all disciplines of riding. Mark had a young filly in the drive lines, and what a change in her 
attitude after being worked for half an hour. During this part of the programme Mark demonstrated the importance of driving young 
horses to a stage that when they are finally backed they understand a great deal of what is being asked of them.  
The third day was for the riders who had attended more than two clinics and was spent going over the methods and exercises from 
the first two days but on a more advanced level. He worked again with the young filly and wow what a difference. Mark rode all the 
horses participating in the clinic, working to the capability of the horse and as an observer, many riders would have remounted their 
horses and found a dramatic difference. Mark is a genuine guy, easy to listen to and learn from. People who attended the clinic 
were greatly appreciative of Mark's knowledge and expertise, which will in turn benefit western riding in New Zealand immensely. 
He has a 12 month backup service from the clinic, which is used by many of the riders. Mark also brings in excellent quality gear to 
sell and this is well sought after by all who attended.  
This year some of the gear didn't arrive in time so I have it to sell on for Mark and this gear is very hard to obtain in New Zealand.  
It was a shame that there were only a few Appaloosas there once again. All in all another successful Mark Shaffer clinic for riders, 
fence sitters and organiser, and my thanks to all who attended.
